A SPECIAL NOTE: Menorah, latke and dreidel are familiar Hanukkah words, but each of these items
have specific Hebrew names that are taught as part of the HTM Hanukkah unit. As a result, a number of
Hebrew Through Movement teachers have campaigned for these Hebrew words to be used regularly in
their host institution, reinforcing the learning of their students. Whether you choose to encourage a
language-shift is up to you, but we wanted to put the idea in the heads of those who teach Hebrew
Through Movement.
